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The PAPR is worn to:
To provide the user protection from a variety of airborne contaminants such as dust, mists, fumes, vapors, chemicals, solvents, etc.  It is not intended to be used in oxygen deficient atmospheres, in areas that are Immediately Dangerous to Life & Health (IDLH), for fire fighting, abrasive blasting, or in areas that have an exposure in which the cartridge/filters are not designed to handle.
Medical Evaluation is required prior to fit testing.
To determine if you have any health related issues that would prevent you from wearing the respirator. The frequency of medical evaluation is subject to Employee Health Services determination (as specified on Medical Clearance Form), providing health issues have not changed. Fit testing is NOT required for loose fitting respirators, which is generally the PAPR units.
Fit Testing is required annually and is designed to:
Provide you a respirator that fits your face and serves the intended protection purpose. It is required to be performed annually or at other times when an employee has had a significant weight change, dental or cosmetic surgery, or any other scenario that might affect the fit of the mask.
How do I wear my PAPR?
Conduct a pre-use inspection by examining all parts of the PAPR for potential damage.
Connect breathing tube to the air filter unit by pushing the end of the tube that contains metal clips into the hole in the air filter unit. Twist the tube to secure it.
Turn the unit ON by pressing the black-plastic button on the upper right-hand side of the air filter unit.
Insert the slotted end of the breathing tube into the hole in the back of the hood. Push the tube until it snaps into place.
Potential problematic issues while using your respirator include:
Inability or insufficient air to breath, any sign or symptom of an exposure (per the SDS) of the substance involved, or any smell or taste that occurs during the respirator use.  Don't hesitate, immediately leave the area and remove your respirator. 
Filter and Cartridge Change out:
Your filters/cartridges will eventually need to be replaced.  The manufacturer provides change out recommendations which are related to time frame, the amount of use, and the degree of exposure.  Routine replacement of these filters/cartridges is recommended.  Concerns should be directed to your supervisor or the Office of Environmental Health and Safety.
Maintenance, Cleaning, and Storage
- Wipe the PAPR blower unit, along with battery pack, with a mild cleaning solution - Do not immerse any of the above parts in water and never use a solvent to clean the above parts - The PAPR unit (blower, battery pack, and charger) can be sanitized by wiping it down with a 10% bleach solution - Disconnect breathing tube from the headpiece and the PAPR unit. Flush with mild cleaning solution and soak and immerse in water. - Flush with clean water and let dry.  Immediately connect breathing tube to an assembled PAPR unit and run the system for a minimum   of 30 minutes with the breathing tube hanging downwards. - Store at room temperature in a dry area that is protected from hazardous contaminants - Dust, sunlight, chemical exposure, heat, cold, and excessive moisture can damage your respirator
One end of the breathing tube is now connected to the hood; the other end is connected to the air unit.
Remove the protective paper from the front of the hood.
Place the air filter unit (with the breathing tube on top) against your lower back. Holding it in place, fasten the buckle and ensure the unit rests comfortably and securely against your lower back.
Pull the hood over your head so that the face shield covers your entire face and the bottom elastic comes below your chin. 
The hood should loosely cover your head - if not, try a different size.
Turn air filter on by pressing the black button on the back of the unit. You will feel air movement inside the hood.
